	SFD Defect Notification Form Instructions

	The software defect may be initially identified by either an NSNFP or non-NSNFP software user or by someone involved in software development.  This form is completed by a PSO Technical Staff member, typically by the PSO Staff Member responsible for the software whenever a potential software defect is identified.  A defect is a failure of SFD to meet one or more of the requirements identified in the Functional and Operational Requirements and this failure has the potential to result in erroneous results.  If multiple defects are addressed collectively in a single software reversion, then a single Software Defect Notification form may be completed with a table attached to provide the relevant information.
