· An associate degree from an accredited institution scores one credit. If it is in engineering, physical science, mathematics, or quality assurance (QA), it scores two credits.

· A bachelor’s degree from an accredited institution scores two credits. If the degree is in engineering, physical sciences, mathematics, or QA, it scores three credits.

· A master’s degree in engineering, physical sciences, business management, or QA from an accredited institution scores one credit.

· Experience (9 Credits Maximum)

· Technical experience in engineering, manufacturing, construction, operation, or maintenance scores one credit for each full year with a maximum of five credits for this aspect of experience. Credit for additional experience scores as follows:

· 2 years of this experience in the nuclear field scores one credit

· 2 years of this experience in QA scores two credits, or

· 2 years of this experience in auditing scores three credits, or

· 2 years of this experience in nuclear QA scores three credits, or

· 2 years of this experience in nuclear QA auditing scores four credits.

· Professional Accomplishments (2 Credits Maximum)

Certification of competency in engineering, science, or QA specialties issued and approved by a State Agency or national professional or technical society scores two credits.

· Rights of Management (2 Credits Maximum with justification)

The lead auditor’s employer may grant up to two credits for other performance factors applicable to auditing that may not be explicitly called out. Examples of these factors are leadership, sound judgment, maturity, analytical ability, tenacity, past performance, and QA training courses.
